Answering to your request please find below more info about our experience: 

1.  Global One Communications was joint venture of Deutsche Telekom, France Telecom and Sprint companies. 
The company was formally launched on Jan 31, 1996. For its existence the company was an industry leader in global data, IP and voice networks for multi-national companies. Global One had over 1,400 points of presence in more than 65 countries and had 1998 revenues of more than 1.1 billion US$. Global One was one of the world's most stable and integrated global alliance in operation, offering a single source for the solution of voice and data needs of businesses, carriers and consumers around the world. 
In 2000, France Telecom bought out the other partners, and in 2001 it was taken over by Equant, who themselves had been bought by France Telecom. France Telecom acquired a majority stake of 54% in Equant company by merging its Global One unit into it. On June 1, 2006, Equant was renamed Orange Business Services which is presently in operation. 
In 1999 Global One won the bid for building KFOR/SFOR Welfare Voice Network and chose Lema Trading as its subcontractor for implementation of the project in the region. 
In 2000-2003 Lema Trading built satellite telecommunication network and operated as a Field Service Provider (FSP) for Global One Communications. The network was for transfer of voice and data from Macedonia, Kosovo and Bosnia & Herzegovina via satellite for the needs of NATO camps (KFOR and SFOR), dislocated in those regions, and for some multinational agencies (European Agency for Reconstruction) and companies operating in the region. 
In this period Lema Trading was doing the monitoring of the installed VSAT stations in the region as the company acted as sales representative of Global One Communications for the Balkans region, especially for the countries of former Yugoslavia. The company posses the demo center for monitoring of the installed VSAT stations in the region. 

2. Lema Trading fulfilled projects for Bulgarian Ministry of Defense (MoD) under Bulgarian procurement procedures. 
The company implemented VSAT systems for voice, data and video connection with Bulgarian contingents dislocated in Iraq as part of the Multinational Coalition Forces (in Kerbala, Ad Diwanyah and Ashraf camp). 
The company built and maintains similar VSAT systems for the needs of Bulgarian missions dislocated in Kabul and Kandahar, Afghanistan and Bosnia & Herzegovina as part of NATO's International Security Assistance Forces (ISAF).
