	Brief Company Description: HYDROCOMP – THORN SPRING LTD. was established in 1992 as a consulting company in the field of  hydrogeology, geotechnics, and environmental protection.  
In June 2005 HYDROCOMP – THORN SPRING LTD. presented and started bottling for the Bulgarian market a new product – high-grade natural mineral water under the brand name Thorn Spring. 
The bottling plant is situated in the village of Bankya, Trun Municipality, 75 km away from Sofia, in an ecologically clean region. The recharge area of the spring is mountain and situated more than 50 km away from the nearest industrial site. There is a modern production unit at the plant and since the demand for the water is growing additional production areas are under construction.  The company’s annual basic output is set to 60 million liters of natural mineral water in different size bottles  of 0.33 l; 0.5 l; 1.5 l; 5.6 l, 10 l and 19 l. 
Thorn Spring Natural Mineral Water, certified by SGS INSTITUT FRESENIUS GmbH, Germany, is pure and fresh mountain spring water, which overflows naturally from one of the finest quality mountain springs in Bulgaria, completely meets the requirements of the Bulgarian, EU and US standards, and may be used for daily consumption without limits. 
According to various tests, as specified in  Certificate No. 35 of 14.01.2005, issued by the Ministry of Health, the water is fresh, bicarbonate-calcium-magnesium type, sodium meager, low alkaline, chemical and sanitary clean. 

 The water is hypothermal – the average annual temperature is 20 degrees per Celsius.

The content of micro components and the radiology level are within the acceptable levels for natural mineral waters. 
The Fluoride content in the water is very low – less than 0.1 mg/l  - much lower compared to the maximum allowed level of 1.5 mg/l. This together with the content of the other micro components makes Thorn Spring (Trunska Bankya) Natural Mineral Water  suitable for baby food preparation.
Over a period of two years the brand gained popularity and its sales place it among the first five best-selling bottled waters in Bulgaria.
